Fees apply for
cancellations and no shows as detailed in your current Service Agreement.

MEDICATIONS: If your child or adult participant is to have medication administered
while attending an Mpower service, the following needs to take place prior to
attending any session:

1. Medical Information (MYP form) is up to date. 
2. A Mpower Medical Purpose form is completed by your treating Medical
Practitioner and returned to Mpower Intake Team. 
3. Where medication is required due to behavioural reasons, a Behaviour Support
Plan is needed. This is a requirement of the NDIA. 
4. Medication must be discussed with Disability Team staff prior to each program. 
5. Medication must be packaged in a Webster pack provided by your pharmacy. 
6. Short Term Accommodation and other program access will not be available until
all the medication requirements are met

On the day of the Mpower program you will need to sign a medication form.

MEDICAL INFORMATION:  Prior to attending any Mpower services where parents or
carers do not attend, participants with health conditions (Asthma Management
Plan, Diabetes Management Plan, Epilepsy Management Plan) must have up to date
plans from their medical practitioner. The plans are to be attached to your MYP
form. For those who cannot access MYP form you will need to deliver a hard copy to
the Mpower Intake Team.
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
